The Executive Committee (ExCo) members of the Technology Collaboration Programme on Efficient Electrical End-Use Equipment (4E TCP) are hereby requested to take a decision by written procedure regarding the publication of the Report: ‘4E Energy Efficiency Appliance and Equipment Standards and Labelling Programmes Evaluation Guidebook’ and the associated ‘2-page Summary’.

If any objection is received, the proposal will not have passed and will need to be reviewed.
